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From Homicide to Hope: 

A Community Approach to Reducing Youth Violence

  This presentation will be a F.O.C.U.S (Forming Opportunities for Collaboration, Understanding, and Service) Forum. The program’s goal is to inform the Northeastern community about issues that affect our neighboring Boston community and to provide attendees with resources that empower them to serve the community and to act. Attendees will leave the program with more information on what exactly they can do to reduce youth violence.    

Northeastern Professor Jack Levin has authored or co-authored 28 books, including Mass Murder: America’ s Growing Menace, Why We Hate, The Will to Kill: Making Sense of Senseless Murder, Domestic Terrorism, Extreme Killing: Understanding Serial and Mass Murder, and The Violence of Hate: Confronting Racism, Anti-Semitism, and Other Forms of Bigotry; and published more than 150 articles in professional journals and newspapers, such as The New York Times, Boston Globe, Christian Science Monitor, Chicago Tribune, Washington Post, and USA Today. He appears frequently on national television programs, including Dateline NBC, The Today Show, Good Morning America, Oprah, The O’Reilly Factor, and Larry King Live. He has addressed a wide variety of groups, including the White House Conference on Hate Crimes, the Department of Justice, the Department of Education and the International Association of Chiefs of Police.

Alex Alvanos is a Northeastern student, majoring in International Affairs, who is originally from Feeding Hills, Massachusetts. He is a member of the class of 2009, and is the Co-Founder of Social Change through Peace Games. He has completed two co-ops with the Peace Games organization. Alex’s Social Change through Peace Games helps run and sustain Peace Games programming at 3 Peace Games partnership schools in the Northeastern neighborhood serving over 700 children, 60 staff, and utilizing 60 Northeastern volunteers/work study/service-learning students. Social Change through Peace Games recently won the Northeastern University Community Service Organization of the Year award. As a Northeastern student, Alex has also spent time in Niger and Northern Thailand, volunteering and studying poverty and microfinance.   

Emmanuel Tikili is the Director of Programs for the Boston TenPoint Coalition. The Boston TenPoint Coalition is an ecumenical group of Christian clergy and lay leaders working to mobilize the Greater Boston Christian community around the issue of youth at risk for violence, drug abuse, and other violent behavior. The Boston TenPoint Coalition envisions a strong, mobilized coalition of churches, effectively using their collective power to provide consistent services for high-risk youth while rebuilding communities to secure a safe, moral, and productive future for all youth in Greater Boston.
